Nothing Corny About This Attraction

A Cornich fift will be fnstafled at the Information Bay as a tousist attraction.
"What is a cornish 1ift, we hear you ask”? It's what we in WA call a cornish beam
engme 3 type of steam engme contraption that was vsed extensively in mining,
mostlty o pomp water oot of shafis and digging operations. The name comes
from the fact that they were developed by Comnish tin mine enginsers way back
in the olden days. They were popular due to being better than the earlier Watt
steam engines, and we have the remains of ooe right here in Meska thaniks to
IMorm Treofield and other locals who've been rescuing and saving sodme of our
historc gold history left-overs. The secent visit by four generations of the Poster
family - whose ancestor Tom was part of the first payable pold myining at his
mine called "The Meskatharra®™ (the remains can be seen ouwt on the east sade of
town) - is just one of many examples of the tourists we get coming to Meska,
people who have family or personal connections to its past. Belics of our gold
boom times have a lot of appeal to visitors, so the Cornish lift will be a preat
addition to oof tourism profile.




Ghost Town Graves - Tourism At Nannine

Nannine Cemetery is one of the many gems in our
"ghost town" crown, and it's on the list for a general
freshen up and tidy, plus fencing repairs. Nannine was
an early gold boom town, located about 35 km south of
Meeka on the northern shores of Lake Annean, and
there are still traces of it to be found on both sides of the
highway. The area is popular with visiting prospectors
and campers, with plenty of bush scenery and traces of
the past. You'll see the "Nannine Townsite" brown
tourism sign to guide you in. Nannine is the area's
aboriginal name, and gold was discovered in the region
around 1890. The town faded away over the 1920's. Did
you know that our Freemason's Hall on the corner of
Darlot and Savage Street was built in Nannine and
transported here? For a full history of gold boom times
in Nannine, Phil Heydon's book "Nannine" is available
at the shire offices or can be ordered online, and there
are still locals around who can tell you a thing or two
that isn't in the history books!

P r e S e r V e S th e P a St Police Station was a lonely outpost and certainly no picnic at the

time, but it's now a great rest break on the Landor/Carnarvon road.
Improvements and preservation at the popular historic
Mt. Gould Police Station site on the Landor Road are in
the pipeline, pending funding. If you haven't been out
that way, it's a great day trip from Meeka and the recent
shire works on the road mean it's a lot smoother than it
was back in the old days. It's 156 km one way, and was
built back in 1890 as a kind of waystation between the
Meeka area and Carnarvon - prisoners used to be
walked from the inland to the coast! Police were on
horseback, but it would have been a pretty tough old
journey for all involved. There were a main officer and a
few constables lucky enough to get the posting at any
given time, plus up to four indigenous trackers; like
many such places, the lock-up at times was a symbol of
cultural tensions and differing opinions on who was
entitled to the odd merino when out hunting. If you're
ever lucky enough to read any of the old police
transcripts from the time (you can ask at the Battye
Library), they give quite an insight into the interactions
between locals and police, with the solo officers often
being led on a bit of a merry chase through the bush.
The site of the lock-up is now a pleasant picnic spot

nestled against 'the backgrpund o'f the impressive Mt. G " Shlre Of Meekatharra
Gould, which still reveals signs of its varied gold mining _ : ;
past. It's a nice spot to put on the billy or as a rest break & g Maln Street

on the way to Landor, Mt Augustus, Burringurrah or all
the way out to Carnarvon.

Big numbers of first-ime prospectors spark safety call

A cooler than usual summer has created an early start to Westem Australia’s
prospecting season and a record number of treasure hunters in the field, prompting a
safety waming from the Department of Mines and Petroleum (DMP).

“We usually run a safety campaign at this time of year, but this year we really need to
qget our message out there to what appears to be record number of first-time
prospectors,” DMP Executive Director Dr Ivor Roberts said.

“Prospecting is fun for young and old, but people need to be aware of the dangers that
claimed the life of a prospector only a few years ago.”

DOr Roberts said that nearly 1000 Miner's Rights had bheen issued since the start of the
year, with almost 600 issued since 1 March.

“That means a lot of first-time prospectors will be heading out into regional WA and
exposing themselves to the dangers of going bush,” he said.

“We are to telling people to obey what we call the Seven Golden Rules for prospecting
and the number one rule is to put safety first.

“The department is also encouraging prospectors to carry Personal Locator Beacons
(PLBs) when prospecting in remote areas.”

The device, which can be purchased from most outdoor stores, is considered by search
and rescue organisations to be ideal for use in remote areas as it does not rely on
telecommunication networks to submit a signal.

“PLBs are the best way of avoiding the sometimes tragic results of getting lost in the
Goldfields and the outback,” Dr Roberts said.

“If you're not camying a beacon, you're not taking enough responsibility for your life and
It doesn't matter how much gold you find, if you get lost, you risk losing your life.”

The Seven Golden Rules for prospecting campaign will target tourist bureaus, libraries,
caravan parks and DMP offices with posters, brochures and booklets.
