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Expecting a blooming wild flower season 

 

After a slow start to the 2015 tourist season due to closed roads caused by post cyclone rains, 
tourists are starting to trickle in to visit the beautiful Mt Augustus National Park and the 
“World’s biggest rock.” 

 

The countryside is unusually green and a few early wild flowers are already blossoming.  
Good autumn rains followed by relatively mild sunny weather should mean an array of Mul-
la Mulla, Fox Glove, Everlasting, Native Daisy, Mt Augustus Meharry and Mt Augustus Fox-
glove (both unique to this area)  plus many more species. 

  

National Park Volunteers are based at the Mt Augustus Tourist Park from April to October 
and are happy to provide visitors with information on the wild flowers as well as walks, great 
views, where the aboriginal etchings are and where the most recent reptile sightings have 
been. 

 

Children who climb to the Summit (accompanied by an adult) are presented a personalised 
certificate commemorating their achievement.  The youngest child to attain one last year 
was 7 years of age and the oldest person to conquer the Mount was in his early 80’s. 

 

If you haven’t seen the spectacular big rock in your “back yard yet” or if it has been a while 
since the last time, this year would be a great time to do so.
