leaping from last month’s October to

this month’s December: Rest assured,
you’re not in a time warp. I’'m just incapa-
ble of keeping track of the months.
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Red Tape Tamers

As part of the usual "crossing the t's and dotting the i's", our
last council meeting's business chores included approving
Yulella's lease of the Red Sandbox childcare centre in Hill
Street. The lease is for another year, with an option to go to two
years, pending approval by the Minister for Lands. All that red
tape is just for the grown-ups, though - there's lots on offer for
the kids and if you want to get involved, just contact Yulella.

The Andy Well Mining P/L lease on the accommodation
village in town has also been approved for another 5 years. As
many locals may be aware, the camp is going into "caretaker”
mode while the company gets further projects in our region
underway. Locals will be interested to hear that the shire, in
conjunction with Doray, will be looking at creating easier access
to the unused funds (currently $38,000) of the Doray
Community Trust fund, so if you have a community initiative in
mind, get in touch with the shire to see if you might be eligible.
In future the annual fund will be just $15,000 (reduced from
$25,000). The fund is mainly for community groups & projects.

Further decisions at the latest council meeting included:
approval of World Fuel Service's airport lease extension for
another 6 months, some minor amendments to the Strategic
Community Plan 2017-2027, and agreeing on a changeover
price of $110,500 for replacing the shire's poor tired-out 16
tonne pad foot roller. What's a pad foot roller, you ask? If you've
been down the Landor road lately, it's that thing that looks a bit
like a bulldozer crossed with a big knobbly back massager. It's
used to crush and compact the road surface - and our roller's
certainly done more than its fair share of work on the Landor
road with our fabulous road crew.

Last but not least, the auditors have been for their usual visit,
peering over shoulders and checking the many financial details
that go into running our town - Your Council News will keep
you posted.

It's a chance for our remote area young folks to explore the
real life pathways into regional services and employment,
and to see what the wotld beyond our hotizon has to offer,
whether it's a trade or profession, creative arts, media,
medical services, taking on leadership roles and more - make
sure you come and see what's on offer this year.

Meeka Visitor Appeal On The Rise

There aren't any official stats as yet, but locals reckon our shire
has had a bumper tourist season this year. Our hard working shire
office front desk staff, the CRC and local businesses have all
commented on the increase in visitors. The best news is that we
seem to have many more people staying longer in town, with
Peace Gorge being a "top pick” for attractions and camping. Many
visitors report having a connection with Meeka and/ or the region,
through relatives, work or other means. Staff and businesses at the
"visitor coalface" are saying that there is a big interest in family
history, followed by general goldfields history and indigenous
culture. International tourists seem to be the lowest of our visitor
figures (the state tourism minister wants to promote motre
international tourism for WA), but we're hot on the top 10 spots
for prospectors and a growing number of interstate visitors.

Locals report that our top favourable comments are "a very
pretty little town", "wonderful people", "more than we
expected”, and of course Meekatharra was informally judged
"best public toilets" in the West Australian travel section. Areas
for improvement? "A lot of security fencing, town looks like a
fortress", "more information about the town", "it would be nice
to have a sit-down bakery", "better signage" and "more visual
appeal in the main street” are among the more frequent
comments locals are hearing.

Hands down winner? The people of Meeka and how helpful,
friendly and welcoming we are - whether it's a break down, an
accident or just needing patts or tyres, it seems we're the most
helpful people around, going above and beyond the call of duty
to make sure our visitors get help and enjoy their time here.




On The Road Again

The shire road crew and contractors have been doing "a first class
job" on our roads this year - we're halfway through a big bitumen
reseal program, our "largest ever". The budget of $1,087,000 includes
resealing work on Landor Road, the airport road and various town
streets. The project is being funded entirely through the federal
"Roads to Recovery" Program, and is being done in conjunction
with the continued sealing program on the road to Landor. We've
added another 8 kilometres of bitumen at a cost of $1.7 million, and
we're now in our third and last year of a three-year, $5 million
program. Crunching the numbers: the funding breakdown is $3
million from Royalties for Regions, $1 million from Roads To
Recovery, and $1 million from the shire.

This means the sealing and resealing this financial year is worth
$2.8 million, the shire's largest single road program ever. The folks
doing the hard yards for us are our own local construction crew, a
bitumen contractor from Perth, and regional contractors such as
MTF out on the western shire boundary atea. The MTF crew are
currently working on the old Yalgoo to Peak Hill road - our oldest
track! The crew reckons it's bungarra central out there. So it's a big
thanks from the shire and the community to our road crews and
Works and Services Manager Doug Davey, who's keeping an eagle
eye on all aspects of the project. Give them a wave as you drive by!

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Recipe of the Month

Lamb Hearts: from Tesco.com

Ingredients:
4 x lamb hearts, tubes removed
Cooking string
8 rashers of bacon (or more, because bacon)
12.5¢g butter
2 tbsp parsley, finely chopped

For the stuffing:
12.5¢g butter
1 small onion, peeled and finely chopped
1 small clove garlic
50g mushrooms, finely diced
60g sausage meat
1 tbsp fresh parsley, finely chopped
Salt
Freshly ground pepper

1 egg, beaten

For the sauce:
25¢ butter
1 tbsp plain flour
175ml lamb or beef stock

1x 250g canned tomatoes

75ml red wine

Method:

Preheat the oven to 180C.
Make the stuffing by melting the butter (12.5g) in a

sauté pan, add the onion and cook over a medium

heat for 2-3 minutes, add the mushrooms and
continue to cook for 2 minutes. Allow this mixture to
cool.
Mix the cooled onion and mushroom mixture with
the sausage meat, parsley, seasoning and egg and
mix well. Make the sauce by heating the butter in the

sauté pan, add the flour and cook for 1-2 minutes.

Add the stock, canned tomatoes and wine, bring to
the boil, reduce the heat and simmer for 4-5 minutes.
Spoon the stuffing into the prepared hearts. Wrap
the hearts with 2 rashers of bacon and secure with

string.

Heat the butter (12.5g) in the pan and brown the
hearts on both sides and transfer to an oven proof
dish. Pour the sauce over the hearts and cook in the
preheated oven for about two hours or until just
tender.

Remove the string, slice and return to the sauce, stir

through the chopped parsley and serve.

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Over the past couple weeks, Meeka has been home to two bright (and

stamina-filled!) souls: Owen and Bobbie. Both architecture students at the
University of Newcastle in New South Wales, the pair are on a year-long
research adventure, cycling (yes, you read that correctly - cycling) across
Australia’s Grand Section along the 25th latitude of our sunburnt country,
from Fraser Island off the east coast to Dorre Island off our western state.

All up, around 7000 kilometres worth. That’s a whole lot of pedalling.

By the end of this month we’ll have over a dozen qualified Aboriginal
Mental Health First Aiders in our midst. The course, offered by the
Australian Medical Association, was carefully and thoughtfully constructed
over a period of 18 months, during which period Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islanders from all over the country were consulted. Our very own
Patty Councillor from Mission Australia was one of these consultants. This
consultation process is imperative to ensure the training is “culturalised” in
the context of and perspective from our Indigenous Australians, whom the

training aims to assist.

Day one of the training took place on 17th October. After another day of
; training in November (14 hours all together), participants will be awarded a

Certificate in Aboriginal & Torres Strait Islander Mental Health First Aid,

which is valid for 3 years.

The participants all live and work in Meeka, which means this vital
R " resource will be readily available to the community. A diverse spread of
) #'participant ages (15 years old to 63 years old) will mean that more of the
&@mum’ty can be reached.
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The dynamic, flexible nature of the training was an important aspect to
its success. Only chairs - no tables - were used for seating, which
automatically created a sense of breaking down barriers. Participants
were encouraged to share and tell their stories, and did so by yarning
over PowerPoint slides and other more conventional forms of training.
By making the learning space culturally safe, respect was fostered

between the participants. Trust and gratitude followed shortly after.

Patty Councillor, facilitator of the training, talks about “lightbulb
moments” - those instances when you can see understanding happen
in the eyes of those learning. Patty’s approach is all about accessibility,
and believes that all of us have the ability to channel our personal

experiences into training and development. “It’s about bringing out

what you know, and reinforcing your knowledge”, she says. Patty hopes
